¢ No more than $10K for the duration of the project. However, the
Council acknowledges that a situation could arise due to
extraordinary circumstances that would require additional hours
beyond those budgeted. This would be addressed by the council if it
arises.

e Department to provide periodic reports of progress and hours/funds
spent. Likely tied to critical points on the timeline.

e Council to have a single member to have direct access to the writer.
This is envisioned as interviews about topics before starting on a
subject, questions posed and answered, potential provisions and
ramifications, the need for statute changes, and the like.

o Department to try to find opportunities to shorten the process.
Particularly to avoid the legislative blackout period if possible.

Rob moved to approve the $10K to get the
process started. Second by Mitch.
