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Title: Multiple Use of the Red Cedar State Trial
The Problem:

To develop a local trail loop system that would include the town of Downsville, which at
present is not included in any of the Dunn County trail systems for ATV/UTVs.

The purchases and use of ATV/UTVs increases yearly. Many owners want to ride their
recreational vehicles on the state’s trails to enjoy more of the Wisconsin’s natural
resources but it is illegal. The aging and disabled population who can not hike bike or ski
would also be able to enjoy the forests, rivers, ponds, sloughs, backwaters and restored
prairies along the trail.

A solution to the problem could be to change the state trail to a multiple-use trail. It
“would run from Downsville, south, crossing the Dunnville trestle where the trail joins the
Chippewa River State and the Pepin County Trails, which both already allow some
seasonal use by snowmobiles. This end of the Red Cedar State Trail is under utilized by
bikers, hikers and cross country skiers. An ATV/UTV speed limit of 10mph and Smph on
sharp curves or junctions would ensure safe usage to all trail users.

BE IT RESOLVED that the Wisconsin Conservation Congress at its annual meeting held
in Dunn County on April 11, 2016 recommends the Congress work with the WI-DNR to
take action to correct this situation by introducing a rule changc that would allow multiple
use on said end of the Red Cedar State Trail. ,
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
