All of the bridge rehab projects that were approved were discussed.  
Some projects were deferred by the counties or by the council.   
 
The next category reviewed was mandatory relocation but several 
projects were considered but no final decisions were made.

Vilas Co. $40,500 Land O Lakes bridge (50/50 RTA) 
Forest Co. $42,998 (Project $130,975 multi-split) Little Popple River Bridge 
Ozaukee Co. $17,000 Mole Creek, Town of Saukville 
Wood Co. $45,000 (50/50 split with ATV) county took less than the full amount 
Iron Co. $4,348 Laymen’s Creek 
Iron Co. $6,103 Turtle River 
Florence Co. $22,740 (50/50 w/Michigan) Menominee River Bridge 
Dane Co. $126,500 Paoli Bridge 
Eau Claire Co. $2,735 Pinter Pines Culvert Conversion 
Florence Co. ($40,000) Lila Creek 
Eau Claire Co. ($31,400) Allen Bridge 
Sheboygan Co. ($13,700) Corridor #3 Block Property

Mandatory relocation grants approved: 
Oneida Co. $132,000 ($45K from RTA) 
Iron Co. $27,600 (50/50 split ATV) 
Jackson Co. $100,000 (multi-split total project cost $778,150) 
 

Motion by Andy Malecki, second by Dave 
Newman to fund Wood County at $45,000, fund 
Jackson County, fund Oneida County and put the 
remainder in supplemental.  Motion to amend the 
motion to read “…and put the remainder of funds 
after RTA award amounts are finalized into 
supplemental.”  Motion to amend passed. 
Amended motion failed. 
 
Motion by Andy Malecki, second by Dave 
Newman to fund (in the mandatory relocation 
category) the Wood at $45,000, Jackson, Oneida 
and Iron County projects and put the remainder 
of funds after RTA award amounts are finalized 
into supplemental. Motion passed. 
 
NOTE:  The final list with comments will be 
posted when the RTA funds are known.  The 
counties have been notified as to the status of 
their grants.
