Stewardship Land Access: This property will be open to the public for all nature-based outdoor recreational
activities to include hunting, fishing, trapping, hiking and cross-country skiing.
2, JUSTIFICATION:

Ray and Almut White have offered to donate 3.0 acres of land to the Depariment for the Mecan River
Fishery Area in Waushara County, The proposed donation is 3.0 acres that is partially within the boundary,
approximately 1.27 acres lies outside of the boundary. The subject abuts other department lands on its
northern and eastern sides. If accepted, the entire property wilt be added to the boundary. Acquisition will
protect the fish and wildlife resources and will provide opportunities for public fishing and recreation as
part of the Mecan River System IFishery Area.

The Mecan River System Fishery Area was established in 1957 to manage the waters and lands associated
with the Mecan River watershed for trowt fishing and other recreational uses. The project includes parts of
the Mecan River, Chaffee, Wedde, and Little Pine Creeks. Most of the water is Class | brown and rainbow
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trout streams which receive heavy public fishing use. In addition to fishing, the project is heavily used for
hunting and viewing of wildlife, hiking, cross-country skiing, snowmobiling, and conservation education.

The property consists primarily grassland. The donors have begun grassiand restoration on the 3.0-acre in
cooperation with a U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service program and would like to remain as native prairie, open
for public use, and prohibit any development on the site. The Department recommends acceptance of the
donation of the 3.0-acre White property to protect the stream and associated resources, to provide public
access to the tand and adjacent streams, to facilitate wildlife and fishery habitat management and to provide
additional recreational opportunities in an area that is a short distance from major population centers,
