SUMMARY: 
The emergency and permanent rules are necessary to allow catch and release fishing during the September angling 
season and prevent the harvest and consumption of lake sturgeon from the Menominee River downstream from Grand 
Rapids Dam. 

Starting in spring 2015, adult lake sturgeon exceeding 60 inches will be transported upstream past the Menominee Dam 
(close to Green Bay) via a fish elevator located on the State of Michigan shores of the river. All sizes of sturgeon from 
Green Bay are on Wisconsin's "DO NOT EAT" list due to PCB contamination. The emergency rule is necessary to 
prevent harvest and consumption of lake sturgeon from the Menominee River downstream of the Grand Rapids Dam 
during the lake sturgeon harvest season. 

RECOMMENDATION: That the Board approve the statement of scope and conditionally approve the public hearing 
notice for Board Order FH-09-15 and Emergency Board Order FH-08-15(E) and notice of submittal of proposed rules to 
the Legislative Council Rules Clearinghouse.
