
 
This Learn to Hunt (LTH) program will introduce novice hunters to raccoon hunting at night using 

trailing hounds.  Participants will learn raccoon biology and furbearer management, firearm safety, 

the basics of hunting with hounds, rules and regulations, and fur handling with pelt preparation.  

Participants will hunt under the direction of an experienced mentor and dog handler.   

o This Learn to Hunt Raccoons program will be offered at the MacKenzie Environmental 

Education Center in Poynette, WI on October 18-19, 2014.  This program is open to people of 

all ages and the entire family is encouraged to participate.   

o WI Hunter Safety certification is not required. 

o There is a $10/student deposit required with this application.  The deposit will be refunded on 

the day of the event.   

o All equipment, firearms, lodging, and food will be provided.  Participants should dress for 

cool, outdoor weather.  Bring flashlight and overnight supplies. 

o The program sponsor has liability insurance. 

o Participants must have no prior hunting experience for raccoon. 

o Participants may not have participated in a previous LTH raccoon program. 

o Parental or guardian approval is required for participants under 18 years old. 

o All participants must have a DNR customer ID prior to event.  A customer ID can be obtained 

by calling 1-888-936-7463 from 7am010pm.  This is the same number you have from hunter 

education or a prior hunting/fishing license.
