ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:

•
Combustion units used at the facility, other than the asphalt plant itself, may burn only biodiesel, distillate oils, gasoline, any combination of these fuels, or butane, propane, or natural gas.  Only #2 through #6 fuel oil, residual blend stock, commercial heating oil, residual oil, diesel oil, natural gas, propane, biodiesel or waste fuel oil may be used by the hot mix asphalt plant.

•
The asphalt plant must have a maximum equivalent diameter stack of 5.67 feet and a minimum stack height of 25.0 feet above the ground.  The stack must have a vertical unobstructed exhaust point.

•
Internal combustion engines (gen-sets) must have a vertical unobstructed exhaust point at least 12.0 feet above ground level and the stack inside diameter at the outlet may not exceed 1.5 feet.

•
A Department approved or provided Fugitive Dust Control Plan must be followed. 

•
A facility’s existing individual operation permits must be revocable by the department. For most businesses, this will be possible.
