Video display devices of at 
least 7” long in the longest 

diagonal dimension.  
These include TVs, laptops 

and computer monitors.

Fax machines DVD players, VCRs, DVRs and 
other video players

Computer peripherals 
including keyboards, mice, 

hard drives, scanners,  
speakers, flash drives,  
external modems and  

other devices
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
