Collaborate with your Green Team, other staff members and students and write Step 3 action plans
for each of the five chosen assessment topics based on the information gathered in Step 2:
Discovery and Inventory.

Refer to the requirements chart and make sure all requirements are fulfilled for Step 3: Action and
Implementation.

Complete the Green & Healthy School application and send in to the Green & Healthy School
Program Coordinator.

You will receive an official GHS status certificate, stickers and a Green & Healthy School flag.

If your school wants to go above and beyond the GHS requirements, consider participating in the
optional Reaching Higher step.

Celebrate your success by holding a pep rally, taking a special field trip, or hosting a community
event. Don’t forget to invite the local media!
