Charters are good for 3 – 10 
years and can be renewed for 
additional terms if the association 
and DNR both desire. Entities in 
the association apply for Tier 1 or 
Tier 2 separately.

Annually

DNR
determines if 
the association 
has the 
resources to 
carry out the 
proposed 
Charter.

DNR issues 
public notice 
about the 
proposed 
Charter.

DNR holds 
public 
informational 
hearing on the 
proposed 
Charter. 

After public 
comment and 
public hearing, 
the Charter may 
be signed by 
DNR and the 
association and 
thereby issued.

Association 
reports to 
DNR on 
Charter 
activities.

At least 30 days

DNR and the 
association 
discuss the 
proposed goals, 
responsibilities, 
and activities 
that would be 
covered by the 
proposed 
Charter.
