	2. Acceptance of Minutes of Previous Meeting
	Allen Buechel, Fond du Lac County Executive, welcomed Commissioners and project sponsors to the county and city of Fond du Lac.

	3. Department Reports
	Larry reviewed the fund condition statement noting that there was a total of $2,372,570 available for the meeting.
Larry indicated that the Legislative Fiscal Bureau had contacted the Department regarding a projected $6.4 million short fall in the water resources account by the end of the 2005-2007 biennium.  Larry then went on to explain the Department’s recommendations regarding making up this shortfall.  Under the Department’s proposal the recreational boating faculties program would be impacted in the following manner:
· Loss of $1.4 million of 2004-05 spending authority
· Canceling $1.8 million Black Point Estate enumeration

· Canceling the $700,000 City of Portage enumeration

· Loss of $651,500 of spending authority from the 2005-2006 appropriation.

Larry briefly discussed other impacts within the water resources account and noted that the Fiscal Bureau had not release their analysis/alternatives paper as of the Commission meeting.
The chair expressed his unhappiness with the Department in its lack of courtesy and communication, noting he had asked a Department administrator at a meeting with DOA Secretary Marotta to identify funding issues earlier.  He noted that the recreational boating facilities program seemed an easy target for the Department’s recommendations.

Larry briefly reported on his attendance at the recent Waterfront Revitalization conference, noting that there was a heavy emphasis on the use of brownfield sites for economic development.

	5.Recreational Boating Project Review and Action
	The Commission listened to sponsor presentations on projects on the attached list.  In addition to sponsor requests, the following items were noted or discussed:
· Importance of providing sufficient car-only parking in addition to car/trailer parking units for individuals that are participating in boating activities.

· Continued emphasis on providing storm water detention facilities to handle sheet run-off from parking area and launch approaches.
