This letter is in regards to Timber Sale #9511-123 that you are under contract to complete.  The deferred stumpage payment schedule stipulated in the contract for this sale, affords you 30 days from the time of billing to submit payment for stumpage due.  

Payments have not been received by due dates.  Invoice 6175 for $16,439.87 was due 3/22/10 but was not received.  In discussions on March 30, 2010 you stated you did not receive the invoice.  For that reason I did not consider it a breach of contract and I resent the invoice, which was then paid promptly.  Invoice 6178 for $20,468.00 and Invoice 6179 for $295.92 were due on June 10, 2010.  These payments have not been received as of June 22nd.  This is a breach of the timber sale contract, and in accordance with the contract specifications:

1) No more cutting, skidding or hauling will be allowed on this timber sale until the billed amount is paid.
2) You will be required to pre-pay stumpage for the remainder of this timber sale.

3) Once these overdue payments are received, an interest penalty of 1.5% for every thirty days late will be calculated.

4) The DNR County Forest / Public Lands Specialist will be notified of this breach, which will be placed on file.  Should a second breach occur within a two-year period, you will be required to pre-pay on all state timber sales for a two-year duration.
