The Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources (WDNR) hereby submits its Regional Haze SIP, excluding BART 
implementation, for compliance with the federal Regional Haze Rule issued in 1999 and modified in 2005 (64 FR 
35714 and 70 FR 39104). Implementation of BART for protection of visibility was submitted under a separate SIP 
submittal dated January 18, 2012. The primary purpose of this SIP is to address 2018 reasonable further progress 
(RFP) goals for visibility protection in federal Class I Areas. 

The WDNR has the legal authority under Wisconsin law to adopt and implement these requested SIP revisions. 
Section 285.11 (6), Wis. Stats., authorizes the WDNR to develop and revise the SIP for prevention, abatement, and 
control of air pollution. The WDNR conducted a public hearing on the Regional Haze SIP on September 13, 2011.
