The Department of Natural Resources conducted a fisheries assesment of Diamond Lake, Bayfield County, from April 18, 2009 to May 20, 
2009.

Diamond Lake is a drainage lake in the Lake Superior basin.  The walleye fishery is primarily supported through stocking.  The population 
estimate for adult walleye is slightly lower than lakes with similar characteristics.  Growth rates for walleye are greater than regional 
averages.  Diamond Lake supports a fairly high density largemouth bass fishery.
