Instructions for Reporting Right-Of-Way (ROW) Management Activities

ROW Management Activities should be recorded in one of the following two sections: either (1) Routine Mowing and Brush Removal (only where wild lupine occurs)  or  (2) road construction projects and ROW ditch repair & maintenance, etc. that result in Permanent Take or Short-term Take that completely removes or destroys the habiat.
The first section reports routine vegetation management activities on areas of the ROW where wild lupine is found (areas marked on your road map where you found lupine).  Do not report mowing or brushing you did on ROW areas that did not have lupine. These are the same records that you are required to you keep in your management log or work records.  
The second group documents disturbance activities that removed or destroyed the vegetation and potentially resulted in a permanent take of occupied Karner blue butterfly habitat. This may require compensatory mitigation and pre-approval from the DNR and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service. If you are not clear on how to report this, please consult the Construction Guideline  http://dnr.wi.gov/forestry/karner/hcp-userguide.htm or contact Jenny Bardeen (414-263-8496; Jennifer.Bardeen@Wisconsin.gov) as soon as possible for more information.
Note: It is no longer necessary to report the specific conservation measures used. It is assumed that the partner applied the appropriate management or monitoring protocol for the activity performed. 

For activities in number (2) Pre-management surveys must be done within five years prior to the disturbance activity, but should always be reported in the year that the disturbance activity occurs. 

For activities in number (2) Post-management surveys should be done when lupine is established in the restoration/mitigation area (e.g., probably during year 2 or 3 of the restoration).

(2) Permanent Take and Short-term Take projects where destruction or 
complete removal of Kbb occupied habitat can not be avoided

Utility and road construction projects and ROW ditch repair & maintenance, etc.
(These activities result in Take, but DO NOT inherently provide beneficial habitat disturbance.)
This section is required only if your organization conducted any activities resulting in permanent or short-term take of Karner blue butterfly habitat that removed or destroyed the habitat on properties covered by the Wisconsin Karner Blue Butterfly Habitat Conservation Plan during calendar year 2010 or to submit a progress report on activities from previous years, for which mitigation or remediation has not been successfully completed. 
Permanent take is defined as an impact to Karner habitat, through land management or land use activities, that precludes Karner occupation of the site for a minimum of five years. Examples of permanent take would be conversion of a lupine patch to a parking lot and new road construction. Short-term Take within this category is defined as the complete removal of occupied KBB habitat with the intention to replace the habitat within 5 years. An example of this type of short-term take are a pipeline installation project and a ditch repair/realignment on a road ROW where KBB habitat impacted will be restored on the impact area within 5 years. 
If your organization engaged in these activities please provide the following information: 

· For PERMANENT TAKE attach pre-approved Mitigation Plan, activity/progress report and other supporting documents and post-mitigation surveys. 

· For SHORT-TERM TAKE in this category for “major projects” attach pre-approved Mitigation Plan, activity/progress report and other supporting documents and post-mitigation surveys.
·  For SHORT-TERM TAKE in this category for “minor projects”provide a status report that indicates:

· Name of project

· Location of project

· Area of occupied lupine affected

· Schedule for restoration activities

· Description of restoration actions taken during the year

· Description of results of vegetative and Kbb monitoring
