The Department purchased this property in 1964 for $600.  The property was purchased for Wildcat Marsh Area 
Drainage District, and originally blocked with other public leased lands.   The property is mostly wetland and floodplain 
with a small wooded knoll.   Northern long-eared, big brown, little brown and Eastern pipistrelle bats are noted in the 
area, but with the small area of trees on this property it would have little value to the bats.  The property is landlocked, 
so use is limited to those that have private adjoining land.   There has been no Department investment in infrastructure 
or habitat improvements on the property.
