Green Lake, Wis. – The City of Green Lake has applied for a 50 percent 

matching grant from the Urban Greenspace subprogram of the Knowles-Nelson 

Stewardship Program to assist with the purchase of 0.69 acres of land in the City of 

Green Lake of Green Lake County.  The city will provide match to the grant award.     

The property is being acquired to expand Canal Street Boat Launch and Park..  

The park will include: fishing, water set trapping, hiking, cross-county skiing, snow 

shoeing, picnicking, swimming, and access to Mill Pond.  

The project would prohibit the nature-based outdoor activities (NBOA) of hunting 

and upland trapping.  The department is proposing to make the determination that the 

prohibition of NBOA is necessary to protect public safety.   The department has 

examined the following factors in making this determination: the proximity to homes and 

business; the development of picnic and park amenities; the size of the parcel; a city 

ordinance prohibiting the discharge of weapons and throwing or shooting arrows, and 

trapping. The checklist and the department’s initial assessment of the proposal to prohibit 

NBOAs may be downloaded from the Stewardship Public Notice Website or you 

may request a hard copy by contacting the project contact listed below.

Code, objections about 

the prohibited activities on this property must show the proposed prohibition to be 

inconsistent with s. 23.0916 (2) (b), Stats., and s. NR 52.05, Wis. Adm. Code.   



Under s. NR 150.03(3), Wis. Adm. Code, an environmental analysis is not needed 

because this proposal is considered a Type III action.  A Type III action is one that 

normally does not have the potential to cause significant environmental effects, normally 

does not significantly affect energy usage, and normally does not involve unresolved 

conflicts in the use of available resources.
