Culverts will need to be placed on access roads that are utilized for the sale during non-frozen conditions. The placement is 
the responsibility of the contractor. 12" diameter, 20' long steel culvert shall be properly placed at access points along 
Flambeau Road.  Culverts shall remain in place after the sale as permanent culverts.  The state will provide culvert.  
 
Logging debris berms will be required on any access roads opened for use during sale. 
 
Use of a continuous rotating saw head will not be allowed in the select cut area due to density and distribution of 
regeneration. 
 
No new roads will be permitted. 
 
All slash and logging debris must be removed from fields.  There is an old fence line along the field edges.
