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ASPEN REGENERATION AREA (17 acres), cut all trees greater than 2 inches in diameter
except for all spruce, pine, red oak, and aspen marked with green paint. Utilization is 100" stick

to a 4” top.

OAK THINNING ARFA (50 acres), cut all aspen, white birch, and trees marked with orange

paint on the trunk and stump. Do not cut any white birch trees marked with green paint. Do not
cut any yellow birch. Damage to residual trees will not be tolerated. Utilization is 100” stick to a

4” top.
