What are P(Bs?

P(Bs are bad for us. They are known
to cause developmental health issues
in babies. PCBs are man-made and
have no smell. They are yellow, oily
liquids that don't easily burn. There
are no natural sources of PCB’s. PCBs
are found in the sediment in several
areas of Lincoln Creek.
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For your safety, and to
limit your exposure to
PCBs remember to:

1. Follow the posted fish
advisory signs.

2. Stay away from the work
areas and keep your dogs
away from the posted areas
as well.

3. Wash hands, feet or other
objects that have contacted
river waters or soils.
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
