Whereas most Wisconsin State Trails allow multiple uses and
considerate cooperation is essential between and by all trail
users, and

Whereas it is the belief of the Governor’s State Trails Council
that users have a responsibility to do their best to ensure
everyone has a safe and pleasurable trail experience, 

It is therefore RESOLVED that the Governor’s State Trails
Council endorses the following basic trail etiquette:

 Treat all trail users with respect and courtesy regardless of their
sport, speed, or skill level.

 Stay right except to pass.
 Pass on the left.  Clearly alert others before passing.
 Always look before changing positions on the trail.
 Stay on the trail.
 Do not block the trail.
 Pack it in, pack it out.  Pick up litter.
 Control your speed.
