On behalf of Tyco Fire Products LP (Tyco), Arcadis submits this status report to summarize activities completed,
data collected, corrective actions, and WDNR/Tyco correspondence for Q2 2023, as well as planned activities for
the upcoming quarter (Q3 2023).
