If not managed as universal waste, used antifreeze may 
need to be managed as hazardous waste.

refer to NR 673 Wisconsin administrative code for details.

Mixing antifreeze with any other wastes may make it 
ineligible for recycling due to contamination. 

containerize and Keep Closed

Label

Date

Remove

All containers must be correctly labeled as “Used Antifreeze.”

Containers must be labeled with the date when the �rst used antifreeze 
was placed in the container.

Used antifreeze must be removed from the facility for recycling within one 
year of the date on the container.

Employees who handle universal waste require training, and the training should 
be documented.

Train

All used antifreeze must be kept in closed containers that will not leak 
or spill under normal conditions.
