Place a 
cloudy glass 
in vinegar for 
a few 
minutes. If 
the spots 
disappear 
after rinsing 
and drying, 
you have 
hard water 
deposits. If 
the condition 
stays on the 
glass, you 
have an 
etching 
problem. 
Test your 
water for 
alkalinity and 
hardness. 
Contact a 
laboratory 
certified by 
DNR to test 
for calcium 
and 
magnesium.
