Yes, treatment devices 
must be installed by 
licensed plumbers; or in 
some cases may be 
installed by the 
owner/occupant of a 
single family private 
residence. See 
plumbing license laws. 

 

Be sure the treatment 
device chosen is capable 
of removing the amount 
of manganese and iron 
you have in your water.
