« General Sampling Approach:
« Groundwater is connected to Surface Water
 Trying to define extent of area based on groundwater results
« Choose sites surrounding or near potential sources
* Not able to sample every waterbody
« Can get information on several waterbodies, if connected
« Start downstream and move upstream if sources noticed
